	UNITED STATES TO DUBLIN

Depart your hometown and take an overnight flight across the Atlantic. njoy in-flight entertainment and meal service as you travel to start your vacation. 

 

	Sat, June 9
	DUBLIN ARRIVAL & SIGHTSEEING 

After landing at Dublin Airport, complete customs and immigration formalities.  Then your Stapleton tours driver/guide will welcome you to Ireland and escort you and your luggage to the coach.  Take an orientation drive around Dublin city center.  Dublin is one of the liveliest capitals in Europe but there are plenty of historical places also.  See the main thoroughfares of O’Connell Street and Nassau Street, the shopping streets and some lovely public parks. Stop to tour St. Patrick's Cathedral, which is almost as old as the city itself and famous for its connections with the brilliantly eccentric Dean Jonathan Swift.  Next visit Dublinia, a medieval heritage center where history comes to life through life-sized figures and many artifacts from the nearby Viking excavations. You can climb the 17th century tower for a view of Dublin, check out the punishment stocks and suits of armor, and cross the Gothic-style pedestrian bridge to Christ Church Cathedral.  Then drive outside of Dublin to the town of Dunboyne and check into your hotel.  Enjoy some time to relax and settle in before joining your group for dinner.

	OPENING CEREMONIES & EUCHARISTIC CONGRESS EVENTS

The next two days you are at leisure to attend the Opening Ceremonies of the Eucharistic Congress and the Congress Talks in Dublin. The purpose of the Congress is to promote an awareness of the central place of the Eucharist in the life and mission of the Church and to draw attention to the social dimension of the Eucharist.  The week consists of daily events, including large public Eucharistic celebrations, plus venues for song, drama, lectures and international fellowship.  The evenings are free for individual pursuits and dining.

	Tue, June 12
	DUNBOYNE TO BALLYFARNON

Depart Dunboyne and travel north stopping en route for some free time at the Man O’ War restaurant and pub which has been standing on a hill on original Dublin to Belfast Road since 1595.Continue on for a short stop in Kells to browse the area on your own.  From Kells, travel northwest through the scenic Irish countryside to Ballyfarnon and check into your hotel.  The balance of the day is free for individual pursuits before dinner.

	Wed, June 13
	St. Patrick’s purgatory, Killybegs & DERRY

Depart Ballyfarnon this morning and travel to Lough Derg to visit St. Patrick’s Purgatory. This celebrated sanctuary in Donegal dates from the days of St. Patrick. A sheet of water covering 2200 acres on which are eleven sanctuary islands, the principal of which are Saints Island and Station Island. St. Patrick’s connection with the purgatory is supported by historical evidence. A vital extension of the Church, there are numerous accounts of foreign pilgrimages to St. Patrick's Purgatory chronicled since the thirteenth century. Continue your drive to Killybegs where you will have some free time to have lunch on your own. Drive to Derry and check into your hotel.  

In the evening join your fellow travelers for dinner in the hotel restaurant. After dinner you are at leisure to visit with your Cursillista friends.

	Thu, June 14
	Giant’s Causeway & BELFAST

Today embark on a walking tour to see the principal sights.  View the 17th century city walls, which are some of the best-preserved in Europe, and the Diamond, the main central square.  Also pass the 17th century St. Columb's Cathedral, the Tower Museum with local history displays and the Guildhall where the history of Derry is depicted in stained-glass windows.  Then continue your drive through Limavady and Coleraine to visit the Giant's Causeway. This impressive area of hexagonal columns was formed more than 60 million years ago by the slow and even cooling and contraction of molten lava. Travel through the “Nine Glens of Antrim” for wonderful views of mountains, valleys and coastline. Drive to Belfast and check into your hotel for dinner and overnight stay.

	Fri, June 15
	Boyne Valley Visitor Centre & DUBLIN
Depart Belfast and travel south to the Boyne Valley Visitor Centre where you can learn about the nearby underground burial sights, exhibits and audio-visual presentations.  Walk through a full-size replica of the largest tumulus, Newgrange, before visiting the actual site. The Megalithic Passage Tomb at Newgrange was built about 3200 BC. The kidney-shaped mound covers an area of over one acre and is surrounded by 97 kerbstones, some of which are richly decorated with megalithic art. It is estimated that the construction of the Passage Tomb at Newgrange would have taken a work force of 300 at least 20 years.  After your visit continue south into Dublin, Ireland's capital.  Check into your hotel and enjoy some time to relax before attending Congress Events with your group.  In the evening join your fellow travelers for dinner in the hotel restaurant.
